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2011 Season Schedule and Highlights

The 2011 racing season at Sunset Raceway Park is almost here, the beautiful 4 mile red clay oval located in
Banks, Oregon has 31 scheduled events for 2011, that will start on April 16th and end on October 8th.

Track management has worked hard over the past couple of months putting together an exciting 2011 schedule.
Highlighting the season will be six stops by the DAA Northwest Extreme Late Model Series highlighted by the
Rose Festival Dirt Cup on June 4th, the Greg Biffle Foundation Race on July 23rd, the Doug Walters Memorial
on August 6th and the Battle Royal Championship on September 17th , the other two events are May 7th and
June 25th.

Other highlights of the year as will include four North West Wingless Tour (NWWT) events on June 18th, July
9th, August 13th and September 10th, the USAC Ford Focus Midgets will run two shows at Sunset the first with
the NWWT on August 13th and second on September 17th. August 19th will see the Gene Romero Flat Track
Series presented by Bob Lanphere Motorsports. August 20th will feature the Tractor Pulls, Parade and Car
Show. August 21st it’s the popular Combine Demolition.

The 1st annual Northwest Street Stock National will be a two day show on July 3rd and 4th , Saturday will fea-
ture qualifying and the Race Of Champions and on Sunday the $1,000.00 to win Firecracker 100, this race and
the Jim’s Thriftway 100 on July 30th will be part of the 2nd annual Grays Harbor Raceway/Sunset Speedway
Street/Hobby Stock Challenge, these three races will be part of a six race series between Grays Harbor Raceway
in Elma, the Grays Harbor dates are June 18th and September 3rd & 4th.

The Modifieds will see to big shows at Sunset in 2011, the 100 race on Veteran’s Night May 28th, on Friday
June 14th the Wild, Wild West Modified Speedweek roars into town that should bring all the top drivers on the
Westcoast to do battle against the Sunset regulars. The Pure Stock 100 will be run on September 4th.

The season will open on April 16th, with the first local point’s race for the Modifieds, Street Stocks, Pure
Stocks, 4-Bee’s and Sportsman cars. Championship Night for the Modifieds, Tracers, Womens and Silver Leg-
end divisions will be on September 17th , with Championships for the Street Stocks, Pure Stocks, Sportsman
and 4-Bee’s on September 25th.

The season will finish out with the Sunset Challenge Bump to Pass on October 1st and the popular Run What
You Brung on October 8th.
